Motion was made by
Michael Kuza with a second by Scott Mischnick to have a special meeting on Thursday,
November 17, 2022 at 4:00 p.m. at the Harmony Fire Station with the contractors. Motion
carried 5-0. Unanimous vote in favor.

Jenkins with a second by Michael Kuza to accept and sign the contract. Motion carried 5-0.

Motion by Bobby Jenkins with a
second by Cloddie Henson that the ESD pay these expenses and not to be deducted from
Bettie VFD budget. Motion failed with vote being 2 for, 2 against, and 1 abstaining.
Motion by Cloddie Henson with a second by Scott Mischnick to pay all bills submitted in
the amount of $8,599.47 out of the Bettie VED budget with the consideration down the
road if Bettie runs out of money at the end of the year we will add to the budget. Motion
carried 3-0 with 2 abstaining.
